Reminder: Brush Chipping Guidelines
The Town of Cedarburg provides brush chippinggaeésidents on a fee basis—$70 per hour. Curbsidgdhlchipping is
performed year round. The Town has guidelinesHermpreparation of the brush to be chipped.
- Branches shall be neatly stacked on the backsitleeajravel shoulder.

The cut ends of the branches should be pointingutdsvthe road.

Leave the branches as long as possible.

Maximum diameter of the branches is 6-inches.

Stumps will not be chipped.

Any brush or trees, which are cut or trimmed bygte contractors, will not be chipped.

No foreign matter (i.e. nails, wire or constructimaterials) should be placed in the brush. It Garse personal in-

jury to workers and damage the brush chipper.

The chipping crew is not authorized to dump chipsrevate residences.
Plles of brush along the roadway can be a distmadbr drivers. Please keep piles of brush ofthef roadside until you a
ready to call for chipping. The public works emy#es will note brush piles along the roadways astites will be sent t
those residents whose piles have been at the deaftsi more than a week or two without being called Branches tha
have been sitting for a month or more will havesgrand weeds growing within them. This makes ittmmore difficult to
pick up and chip.

The fee for chipping is $70 per hour with a minimumcharge of $35.

INTRODUCTION

Wisconsin homeowners can claim a 25% state inc@xeredit for rehabilitation
of their historic personal residences. To qualdy owner must spend at least
$10,000 on eligible work and must submit a tax itragplication. The application
must be approved before work begins. The maximweditper project is $10,000,
or $5,000 for married persons filing separately.

OVERVIEW AND PURPOSE OF THIS PROGRAM

Owners of historic homes are often faced with hdadisions when making repairs
or alterations. Many building materials now avaialire not appropriate for older houses and somtgaaiors are not usg4d
to working on historic buildings.

This tax credit program was created to assist histic homeowners who are willing to use a high standd of care
when specifying work and selecting materials in orer to avoid harming the historical integrity of their houses and
causing damage to their building materials. The program is administered by the Division of Biigt Preservation (DHH)
of the State Historical Society.

Homeowners must apply for the credit before worgib& and must send photographs and a clear ddsoript the pro
posed work. For each application, the DHP has timary duties: 1) to certify that the propertyhiistoric; and 2) to cer]

tify that the proposed work Bympatheticto the historic character of the house and will cenise it physical harm. The
DHP also certifies that completed work has beeriethpout as specified in the approved application.

Once their applications have been approved, homemmay claim tax credits when they file their stacome tax formg,
based on money that they have spent for eligiblekwd@/hen work has been completed, homeowners nmarst photo
graphs and a notification that the work has beenpteted.

Except as mentioned above, all laws and regulat@ngining to this program are the responsibiityhe Wisconsin Det
partment of Revenue (DOR).

STARTING WORK - this includes Electric, Plumbing and HVAC PermiltdESE PERMITS MUST BE TAKEN
OUT BEFORE STARTING THE WORK. FAILURE TO DO SO CAN RESULT IN A DOUBLE FEE CHARGE.
(This charge is noted on the permit).If your project is ready for inspection, pleasd tta Building Inspector’s office at
(262) 375-1349 to schedule an inspection. Inspestare scheduled Monday through Fridhiate: Residential roofing,
or re-roofing projects do not require a permit unless structural work is done, such as rafter replaceant, addition of
skylights, etc.

In the past months we have received requests f@usbuilding permits in which the plans and sutes lack certain
information. Descriptive handouts and applicatiares available at the Town Hall. By following trexjuirements in the
handouts, it will speed up the permit process. fleta submittals are important to complete the jiionyour project.
Processing of most building permits will take fieeseven working daysPlease plan accordingly.

In the Town of Cedarburg, building permits are absguired for decks, accessory buildings, new gidair conditioners,
furnaces and water heater/softener replacememisnid are valid for one year only. The Town BuilgliCode states that
substantial work shall be started within 6 monththe date of the permit issuance. The permitrespafter one year. All
projects requiring permits are also required toeh@ugh and/or final inspections made by the bogdnspector.

New Recycling Center Baler

If you have used the recycling center since Apr2@04, you may have noticed a large, ne
piece of equipment in the Town recycling centernew baler. The new baler was purchaj
to economize the Town’s recycling operations.

The new baler is classified as a “horizontal bal&tie advantage of the Town's new J.V.
Manufacturing HE-60 baler is that the same size ball be 30% heavier. We have also in
stalled a box tipper to speed the loading of makémto the baler. The baler easily bales plé
tics (including milk jugs), cardboard and aluminufor example, the baler can compact u
16,000 aluminum cans in a bale.

Town Staff estimates $7,000 in savings annuallalior hours due to the efficiency of the
new baler. The “old” baler will be used only whmaintenance is being performed on the
new baler or when heavy recycling days necessitatese.
